Students select a technical program of study based on
their aptitude and interest. ESCC prepares students

or technical certificates. Students are encouraged to
continue their education after high school. ESCC classes
are credited at both the high school and college level,

and students acquire college credits while in high school
which will count toward a degree, certificate, or advanced
certification program.
