Working directly with Community College for special training in admissions processes, academic 
advising, academic programs, career pathway initiative, financial aid, various scholarships, etc. 
Performing other duties as assigned that may be deemed necessary for an effective program.

Familiar with graduation requirements for high school and post-secondary education, administering the 
Accuplacer, work keys and other assessment tools.  

Minimum Qualifications:  

The formal education equivalent of a Bachelor’s Degree required; Master’s degree preferred. Two years’ 
experience in education, counseling or recruiting preferred.
